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Sheikh Abdul Awal, J:

This First Miscellaneous Appeal is directed against the
order dated 16.07.2002 passed by the then Subordinate Judge, ond
Court, Narayanganj in Title Suit No. 01 of 2002 granting status-
quo.

The facts of the case, in brief, are that the respondents as
plaintiffs instituted Title suit No. 01 of 2002 in the Court of the
then subordinate Judge, 2" Court, Narayanganj impleading the

appellant and others as defendants. After institution of the suit the



plaintiffs filed an application for injunction under Order 39 Rule 1
and 2 read with section 151 of the Code of the Civil Procedure
restraining the defendants from disturbing the peaceful possession
of the plaintiffs in the suit land.

The learned trial Judge after hearing the parties by his order
dated 16.07.2002 granted an order of status-quo in respect of
possession as well as construction works over the suit land.

No one appears to press the Appeal on repeated calls.

In view of the fact that this petty old First Miscellaneous
Appeal arising out of an ad interim order, we are inclined to
dispose of it on merit perusing the available materials on record.

On scrutiny of the available materials on record, it appears
that in this case both the parties claimed their possession in the
suit land referring their deeds and rent receipts. The learned Trial
Judge after considering all the aspects of the case arrived at a
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This order certainly indicates that the learned subordinate
Judge, 2" Court, Narayanganj considered all aspects of the matter
and thereafter, recorded the reasons for passing an order of status-

quo. The reasonings given by the learned trial Judge appear to us



be proper and sound and we, do not find any reason to differ from
it.

Besides, at this stage without assistance of the learned
Advocates for the parties it is difficult to understand as to exact
position of this old suit whether, it is still continuing or disposed
of.

In any view of the matter, having regard to the fact as
aforesaid, this appeal must fail. No interference is, therefore,
called for.

In the result, this First Miscellaneous Appeal is dismissed
without any order as to costs. However, the trial Court concerned
is directed to hear and dispose of the suit as early as possible
preferably within 4(four) months, if any.

Let a copy of this judgment be communicated to the Court

concerned at once.
