“This application under Article 102 of the 

Constitution has been filed by Human Rights and Peace 

for Bangladesh (HRPB) by way of a Public Interest 

Litigation (PIL) showing concern at the activities of 

various authorities in relation to Drug Administration. 

Mr. Manzill Murshid, learned advocate has 

brought to our notice a report in the Samakal, a national 

newspaper published on 24.10.2010, which has made 

reference to the Drug Administration having forgotten 

about death of 76 children who died after taking 

paracetamol syrup in the year 1991. The learned 

advocate points out that due to the negligence, inaction 

and action taken with ulterior motive in order to frustrate 

the prosecution of the persons involved in producing and 

supplying the paracetamol syrup, taking of which led to 

the death 76 children in 1991. He points out that the 

newspaper article clearly shows that the officers 

concerned, who were at the time employed in the Drug 

Administration, have made differing statements in 

relation to the case which has had the result of 

minimizing the possibility of any conviction in the case. 
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The learned advocate has also pointed out another 

newspaper article appearing in the Daily Inqilub on 

24.08.2010, which relates to production and sale of 

substandard medicines and the inaction of the Drug 

Administration in monitoring the production and sale of 

medicines throughout the country. He has also referred 

to other incidents of maladministration in the provision 

of medicare to the citizens of this Country. 

In view of the above submissions, we are inclined 

to issue a Rule. 

The office is directed to register this application 

under Article 102 of the Constitution. 

 

Let a Rule Nisi be issued calling upon the 

respondents to show cause as to why inaction of the 

respondents to take necessary steps to stop adulteration 

of drug or medical preparation, which is dangerous to 

the health of the citizens should not be declared illegal 

and without lawful authority and why a direction should 

not be given upon the respondents to take effective 

measures under section 25(C)of the Special Powers Act, 

1974 in case of offence of adulteration of drug or 

medical preparation, and/or such other or further order 

or orders passed as to this Court may seem fit and 

proper. 

The Rule is made returnable within 4(four) weeks 

from date. 

We are concerned that 76 children died in the year 

1991 from taking paracetamol syrup and contradictory 

statements have been made by officials in connection 

with the prosecution of the case, and in the past 19 years 

the case has not been concluded for various reasons. We 

are not aware of the reasons for the delay in concluding 

the trial. 
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Hence, pending hearing of the Rule, we are 

inclined to issue the following directions. 

 

i) The Secretary, Ministry  of Health and 

Director General of Drug Administration 

are hereby directed to inquire into the 

matter and report to this Court within 

1(one) month giving details of who has been 

involved in the prosecution of the case, what 

actions have been taken by the concerned 

officials, who started the case and were 

involved in investigating the matter on the 

part of the Drug Administration and 

prosecuting the case before the trial Court. 

In particular, the report is to disclose why 

such a delay of 19 years has taken place in 

bringing the case to a conclusion. In this 

regard respondent No.3 is also directed to 

report giving a chronological account of 

what steps had been taken in order to 

investigate case and to conclude the 

prosecution. 

ii) The respondents No.1 and 2 is hereby 

directed to form a high power committee 

within 15 days consisting of all the 

respondents along with other experts in the 

filed to formulate monitoring guidelines in 

order to stop adulteration of drug or 

medical preparation; 

iii) The respondents No. 1 and 2 also directed to 

collect sample of drug and medical 

preparations from (twenty different market 

places from the thana areas) in Dhaka city 

and conduct a laboratory test about the 

adulteration of drug or medical 
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preparations, which causes health risk and 

submit report to this Court within six weeks. 

iv) The respondents No. 6 and 7 are hereby 

directed to collect sample of drug and 

medical preparations from (twenty different 

market places from the thana areas) in 

Dhaka city and conduct a laboratory test 

about the adulteration of drug or medical 

preparations, which caused health risk and 

submit the report within six weeks; and 

v) the respondent No.2 is directed to collect the 

activity reports of the last two years of the 

National Drug Advisory Council and the 

Drug Control Committee and submit the 

report to this Court within four weeks. 

The respondent Nos. 1, 4, 6 and 7 are hereby 

directed to file affidavit in compliance within 6(six) 

weeks from date.

It is to 

be noted that pursuant to the direction of this Court the 

tests were ordered in a meeting dated 09.01.2011, which 

was circulated on 25.01.2011. How tests could have been 

done on 17.01.2011 remains to be seen.  

 Be that as it may, from the report it is apparent 

that nine of the samples of medicine tested by the Drug 

Testing Laboratory are shown to be sub-standard. We 

note that these items include 1. Capsule- Tetracycline, 

North-Bengal Pharma Ltd. 2. Capsule-Indo-tetra. M/S 

Indo-Bangla Pharma Ltd., 3. Capsule-Dyclofenac-

(Illegible) Enova Pharma Ltd, 4. Capsulre-N-D North- 

Bengal Pharma Ltd., 5.  (Illegible) Tempil Alco Pharma 

Ltd., 6. (Illegible) Sepox, Alco Pharma Ltd., 7. Two 

(Illegible) of Capsule- BT Mox-500, (Illegible) Pharma 

Ltd., 8. Capsule- B (Illegible) Bengal Techno Pharma 

Ltd.  

 These items are all very common medicinal items 

prescribed everyday. We are not aware as to what action 

the concerned companies might have already taken in 

respect of the medicines (Illegible) have been found to 

the sub-standard. However, we are of the view that once 

identified as sub-standard they must immediately be 

taken off the shelf and must not be prescribed to any 

patient since they could endanger lives of patients.  

 We, therefore, direct the respondents No. 1 and 2 

to take immediate steps of withdraw these items from the 

market. In this regard they may seek help from the law 
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enforcing agencies including the police and Rapid Action 

Battalion (RAB). Respondent No. 3. Inspector General of 

Police (IGP) and respondent No. 4, Director General 

(DG) of RAB are hereby directed to provide all 

assistance to respondents No. 1 and 2 in order ensure 

that the sale of such drugs is (Illegible) and that all the 

drugs mentioned (Illegible) are immediately removed 

from all the (Illegible) and shops.  

 Respondent No. 1 and 2 are further (Illegible) to 

take immediate steps to prevent (Illegible) production 

and supply of the drugs mentioned above by the named 

drug manufacturing companies and to file compliance 

with regard to clearing the drug from all stores within 

Dhaka City within two weeks, and from all other stores 

elsewhere in the country within four weeks from date.

 In the facts and circumstances, we 

find substance in the submission of the 

learned Advocate for the petitioner, while 

we also find substance in the submission of 

the learned Advocate for the respondent 

Nos. 10 and 11 as to that pending disposal 

of the Criminal Appeal, they should not be 
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prejudiced in their service. Accordingly, we 

are inclined to issue a Supplementary Rule.  

 Let a Supplementary Rule Nisi be 

issued calling upon the respondents to show 

cause as to why the office order dated 

31.03.2019 bearing Memo No. 

45.150.027.01.00.070.2018-245 (Annexure- 

D) and the office order dated 31.03.2019 

bearing Memo No. 

45.150.027.01.00.070.2018-246 (Annexure- 

D-1) issued by the respondent No. 1 should 

not be declared to have been passed without 

lawful authority and are of no legal effect 

and/or why such other or further order of 

orders as to this Court may seem fit and 

proper, shall not be passed.  

 Since it appears from the judgment 

and order passed in the said Drug Case No. 

03 of 2009 that not only due to the gross 

negligence, inefficiency and incompetence of 

the respondent Nos. 10 and 11 the 

allegations were not proved, but both of 

them were Superintendent of Drugs at the 

time of the saddending death of 76 children, 

it is not prime facie safe to keep them in any 

charge of the Drug Administration till 

disposal of the Rule. 

 Accordingly, pending hearing of the 

Rule, the respondent Nos. 10 and 11 are 

hereby restrained from performing any 

function in connection with the affairs of the 

Drug Administration.”

Drug (Control) Ordinance, 1982, Section 4(1), And dated 

on the 19th October, 2009 The Drug Control Committee 

amended and revised vide the memo No. Seü¡ÙÛÉ-1/Kod-

4/2008/372, a¡¢lMx 19.10.2009.  

The jurisdiction of the 21 member committee are as 

follows: 

(1) The Drug Control Committee will perform their duty 

as per the Drug (Control) Ordinance 1982, Section 4(2),

(2) Any other specific subjects that would be notified 

under this Ordinance or rule made under this Ordinance.

4. Drug Control Committee: 

(1) The Government shall constitute a Drug Control 

Committee consisting of a Chairman and such 

other members as it may appoint from time to time.  

(2) The Committee shall perform such functions as are 

specified in this Ordinance.   

5. Registration of Medicines: 

(1)  No medicine of any kind shall be manufactured for 

sale or be imported, distributed or sold unless it is 

registered with the licencing authority.  

(2) The licencing authority shall not register a 

medicine unless such registration is recommended 

by the Committee.  

(3)  A registration shall be granted on such conditions 

as may be specified by the licencing authority.   

(4) A registration shall, unless cancelled earlier, be 

valid for a period of five years.  

6. Cancellation or suspension of registration: 
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(1)  The licencing authority may cancel the registration 

of any medicine if such cancellation is 

recommended by the Committee.  

(2) The Committee shall evaluate every medicine 

registered before the commencement of this 

Ordinance and every medicine that may be 

manufactured or imported after such 

commencement in order to determine its safety, 

efficacy and usefulness.  

(3)  If on such evaluation the Committee finds that any 

such medicine is not safe, efficacious or useful it 

may recommend to the licencing authority 

cancellation of registration of the medicine.  

(4) The licencing authority may, if it is satisfied that a 

medicine is substandard, suspend the registration 

of such medicine till he is satisfied that the 

medicine has attained its standard.

"6. The normal rule is that it is for the plaintiff to prove 

negligence but as in some cases considerable hardship is 

caused to the plaintiff as the true cause of the accident is 

not known to him but is solely within the knowledge of the 

defendant who caused it, the plaintiff can prove the 

accident but cannot prove how it happened to establish 

negligence on the part of the defendant. This hardship is 

sought to be avoided by applying the principle of res ipsa 

loquitur. The general purport of the words res ipsa loquitur 

is that the accident "speaks for itself" or tells its own story. 

There are cases in which the accident speaks for itself so 

that it is sufficient for the plaintiff to prove the accident and 

nothing more. It will then be for the defendant to establish 

that the accident happened due to some other cause than 

his own negligence. Salmond on the Law of Torts (15th 

Ed.) at p. 306 states: "The maxim res ipsa loquitur applies 

whenever it is so improbable that such an accident would 

have happened without the negligence of the defendant that 

a reasonable jury could find without further evidence that it 

was so caused". In Halsbury's Laws of England, 3rd Ed., 

Vol. 28, at page 77, the position is stated thus: "An 

exception to the general rule that the burden of proof of the 

alleged negligence is in the first instance on the plaintiff 

occurs wherever the facts already established are such that 

the proper and natural inference arising from them is that 

the injury complained of was caused by the defendant's 

negligence, or where the event charged as negligence 'tells 

its own story' of negligence on the part of the defendant, the 

story so told being clear and unambiguous". Where the 

maxim is applied the burden is on the defendant to show 

either that in fact he was not negligent or that the accident 

might more probably have happened in a manner which did 

not connote negligence on his part ...........”

High Court Division, in an appropriate case if it deems 

necessary, may take evidence to clear any disputed 

question of facts or pass any direction or orders to hold an 

inquiry by a District Judge for removing any controversy 

as was done in the case reported in (1993) 2 SCC 746. 

Having considered the development of the law regarding 

compensatory jurisprudence with reference to the 

experience in India, Ireland, Privy Council and the Court 

of Appeal in New-Zealand, we have no hesitation in 

holding that the paramount object and purpose for which 

Article 102 has been enacted and the relevant factor and 

provision on which the interpretation of the Article 102 has 

been linked, the High Court Division in exercise of its 

jurisdiction under Articel 102 of the Constitution, which is 

an instrumentality and a mechanism, containing both 

substantive and procedural provisions “to realise the 

objectives, purposes, polices, rights and duties which [the 

people] have set out for themselves and which they have 

strewn over the fabric of the Constitution,” can award 

monetary compensation or compensatory cost mostly in 

appropriate cases for violation of fundamental rights which 

must be gross and patent i.e. incontrovertible and ex-facie 

glaring or that violation should appear unjust, unduly 

harsh or oppressive on account of the victims disability or 

personal circumstance.”

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“70. The Courts have the obligation to satisfy the social 

aspirations of the citizens because the courts and the law 

are for the people and expected to respond to their 

aspirations. A court of law can not give blind eye of stark 

realities. Mere punishment of the offender can not give 

much solace to the family of the victim. A civil action for 

damages is a long drawn out and cumbersome judicial 

process. So monetary compensation by way of redress is, 

therefore, useful and at times perhaps the only effective 

remedy to apply balm to the wounds. 

 

71. In the light of the above deliberations and decisions, it 

is clear that though there is no express provision in the 

Constitution of India for grant of compensation to the 

victims by the State for the infringement of their right to life 

and personal liberty guaranteed under Article 21 of the 

Constitution of India, yet the Supreme Court of India has 

judicially evolved that such victims are entitled to get 

compensation under public law in addition to the remedies 

available under private law. 

 

72. Speaking about Bangladesh jurisdiction, we have not 

come across any judicial pronouncement of the Apex Court 

that has awarded compensation to the victims by the State 

out of the State coffers for illegal and unconstitutional 

actions of the public functionaries as yet. 

 

73. The Indian decisions adverted to above have a 

persuasive value. We find no reason whatsoever to 

disagree with the ‘ratios’ enunciated by different High 

Courts of India and the Indian Supreme Court with regard 

awarding of compensation to the victims by the State on 

account of violations of human rights by the public 

functionaries. In substance, we are in respectful agreement 

with the Indian decisions that have evolved a Jurisprudence 

of Compensation for the benefit of the victims of torture or 

the dependants/family members of the deceased in case of 

custodial deaths under writ jurisdiction, apart from any 

claim for damages in any action for tort under private 

law.”
